S.0.S.

Last fall one of our members suffered a serious fall/stroke and unable to reach a phone, she
was not discovered until several days later and suffered permanent damage. Up to that time
she had been active in our community and our church. This is not an isolated incident, but
one which has repeated itself in our Village.

We believe that every single person living alone should be identified and in daily contact with
someone (a buddy) no matter what their age or health history. Even the healthiest individual is
not immune to having an accident in or around their home such as falling or having a severe
medical emergency. If we are living alone, an accident can become life threatening. Several
churches in the Village have established such a system - to prevent these adverse results.
Following their procedures, our church would like to start a S.0.S. Buddy System Program.

Save i Ouri Singles - puts in place an agreement between you (a single living alone) and
another person (who may be single or a couple) who agree to call each other at least once a
day. You will fill out a form with all the information on it. One copy will be in the church office,
each buddy will have a copy, and your Shepherd Leader will have a copy. The first step is to
fill out the short form below and turn it into the Church Office, or put in the offering plate.
Following that, we will get together with you to fill out a detailed form that provides all the
information to begin the Buddy Progr am. I
protection that will give comfort as we go about our daily life.

If you fall into this category, please take the time to fill out our SOS form. If you know of
someone who could be your buddy, make an agreement with them, or if you like, our church
can match you up with someone who has filled out the form, and needs a buddy.

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Administrative Board Meeting
March 17, 2010
Abbreviated Minutes

The following actions were brought before the Board and voted on.

1. The Worship/Music Committee recommended we have one worship service during the
months of June, July, and August. This is a continuation of what we did last year. Via
email, the Board members were polled and it was overwhelmingly approved. A motion
was made and seconded. The vote was in favor of the recommendation.

The Board also voted that the service will be at 10:00 a.m. on Sunday mornings in June,
July and August. The Sunday School classes will decide whether they want to hold
class before or after the service.

2. The Nominating Committee presented nominations to be approved by the Board.

Memorial Committee Chairperson: Don Spradling
Memorial Committee Member: Ruth Hamm (Class of 2012)
Membership Committee Members: Sally Schuck, Guy Stamps and Carol Hassialis

A motion was made and seconded. The vote was unanimously in favor of the
appointments.

3. The Ad Hoc Committee met and reviewed the organizational structure of the Board.
Consensus of the committee was (1) to retain Board Members-At-Large but with a
smaller class and (2) to develop a systematic way to rotate past board chairpersons off
the Board.

Effective January 1, 2011, each new class of Board Members-At-Large will include two
members nominated by the Nomination Committee and the most recent Board
chairperson. The 2009 past Board chairperson will be added to the class of 2012, and
the 2008 Board chairperson will be added to the class of 2011. All other past Board
chairpersons will rotate off the Board at the end of 2010. This is how the class
composition for Board Members-At-Large would look like:
Class of 2011: Jerry Parker (2008 Bd. Chair), Marjorie Dunnington, Betty Weetman
Class of 2012: Jim Tanner (2009 Bd. Chair), Kathryn Jackson, Jo Morrison
Class of 2013: Tom Reeves (2010 Bd. Chair), and two members to be determined
The proposal was presented and after much discussion, the Board voted in favor of the
change.
