(It happens to be a book on the UMW list for
this  year.) This little book was
recommended at this workshop and used to

answer some of our discussion questions.

&7 our Holy Communion tradition
began? We know that Jesus established
the act of serving unleavened bread and
wine to his Disciples in the Upper Room
during the Jewish Passover Feast on his last
night with them. But, what is the
Jewish/Christian connection?

Here is an opportunity for us to experience a
portion of that event during Holy Week as
we participate in a representation of the
Passover Seder (pronounced Sader) meal
here on Thursday evening, April 1, at 5:15
p.m. in Steel Hall. This is not a full meal T
it is a representation of the food that is
traditionally served at an authentic Jewish
Passover meal along with a liturgical
explanation. Food, music, liturgy, and
prayers will be the focus of this one-hour
special evening. We will conclude with Holy
Communion as we continue our journey
toward the celebration of Easter Sunday.

Clergy Vestments
By Pastor Wanda Murray

A number of folk have expressed interest in my clerical vestments; with this in mind | felt it might
be important to give some background regarding their origins.

The creator of this fine white wool and gabardine woven robe for women in ministry is Janet
Pearson Roth. She is the wife of my Old Testament Professor, Dr. Wolfgang M.W. Roth at Garrett-
Evangelical Theological Seminary located on the campus of Northwestern University in Evanston,
lllinois.

The Roths are from Germany and they make many trips back and forth to Germany and Europe.
During their many visits to various cathedrals and cemeteries, Janet took rubbings from artifacts with
crosses and like designs. From these rubbings she returned home and transformed them into beautiful
art form with imported silk fabric and threads. She calls her creations "Signa Vestments".

Janet e x p Wwhlé mueh of rhyacteatidns are of interest to all clergypersons, the larger-
direction addresses the needs of women in that role. Because women are met with a vacuum

"The Scapular is a long over-garment, which served in medieval times as an apron worn by
lowly lay brothers and sisters while they cooked and cleaned. In reclaiming this form out from under
the Church's tradition, there appears a possible link. Between an ambiguous past and a present
potential, such asignor 6 Si gcandbecome a fulfillment for women in ministry of an existential need."

"And finally, for every person who wears them, vestments are significant objects. Carriers of
value, they function rather like jewels, reflecting a tradition, a promise, a commitment, something surely
given, to us. This then becomes the reason why they must be beautiful. Reflecting the church's on-
going tradition of service, the Scapular may be worn by both women and men, by those who are
ordained as well as by those who are not. The Scapular, worn a half inch or so shorter than the robe,
is comfortable, visible and does not slide around. It opens on each side of the neck and is lined with
silk."

The Scapular is made in the colors of the seasons of the church calendar, green (for the
ordinary time of the year); white (for Christmas Day, Easter Day, World Communion, weddings and
funerals); red (for Pentecost); and purple or blue (Advent and Lent). The artistic crosses are
embroidered on the Scapular and are named according to the type of cross it exhibits.

The Pilgrim Cross (12" century Armenian) Upon arrival in the city of Jerusalem, Armenian
pilgrims hired artists to cut these 8-pointed crosses in walls of churches -- acts of devotion which still
may be seen today. This cross is remarkable for its winsome form and its grace. Traditionally, the shell
shape is a symbol of Mary, the carriers or vehicle for divinity.

The Cross and Tree Itis an intricately embroidered motif close-worked both in color and value,
has the feel of designs made by the early Pennsylvania Dutch. With its theme of a cross in the midst of
the tree of life, it is suited well to all four of the Church's liturgical seasons.

Old English Cross (14th century) This cross, carved by an unknown hand is copied from a
brass processional standard in Grainthorpe, Lincs, England. It is 8 inches square and is entirely
embroidered with Japanese flat silk, outlined in gold and inlaid with gold kidskin with the Scapular lined
in gold silk.

St. Ann's Cross with Rosettes (Jerusalem circa 14™ century) This design was copied from
the carved doors of the Crusader Church of St. Ann's in the Old City in Jerusalem. Made of polyester
satin threads in 3 shades of eggshell, laid gold work on every edge, seed pearls down center of cross
with center rosettes made of wool or silk and silk lined.

Janet Pearson Roth is a practicing artist exhibiting her sculpture in Chicago area galleries since
1976. Her attention has increasingly turned to the making of art for use in the church. Influenced by
time spent living near Jerusalem and by the present women's movement, she continues to experiment
with form, fibre and technique appropriate for vestments in the contemporary church.
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
