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Happy Motherôs Day on May 9th for all 
mothers.  When at home recently, a 
cousin of mine came over to a dinner 
table reserved just for myself and my 
four siblings, and said ñI am one of the 
children alsoò.  I knew she was a cousin, 
but a sister too!  Then she explained at 
one point in her life, and in two of my 
other first cousins lives, my mother was 
for a time their mother. 

 
Some who I am wishing a Happy Motherôs Day may not have been a 
biological mother to children, yet they were mothers.  So to all mothers 
in all of Godôs fashioning, I wish you blessings upon blessings as you 
have accepted the mothering role.  Now to the rest of us, may we 
accept the Christian role and bind and bound for our community a spirit 
of loving compassion which can come from persons who truly care 
about the well-being of someone else. 

 
More than ever the question of moving, the itinerary (pastor moving by 
Episcopal needs) relocation and on and on, has come up and I prepare 
to move as the Southwest Conference District Superintendent.  Two 
points of faith have emerged to me and give me comfort in the move.  
One is re-reading H. Richard Niebuhrôs ñThe Meaning of Revelationò.  
The second is words from a recent sermon I did not preach.    The 
Niebuhr brothers are great theologians.  They wrote and I studied many 
of their books.  The ñMeaning of Revelationò is one that kind of stuck 
with me over the years.  Maybe thatôs the reason for the reread.  H. 
Richard Niebuhr writes in the introduction, ñAmong the convictions 
which in part appear explicitly in this study and in part underlie the 
argument even where they do not become explicit, three seem to be of 
fundamental importance, though I may presuppose others of which I am 
less aware. The first is the conviction that self-defense is the most 
prevalent source of error in all thinking and perhaps especially in 
theology and ethics.ò   (continued on page 2)

There are just some things that I, as a pastor, have to deal with and not try to defend myself, nor 
the faith, nor my belief in God, nor my belief that God is still in control on every issue.  He 
further goes on to say, from a certain view point, ñTheology, then, must begin in Christian 
history and with Christian history because it has no other choice; in this sense it is forced to begin 
with revelation, meaning by that word simply historic faith.  But such a limited beginning is a true 
beginning and not the end of inquiry; it is a point of view and not the eclipse of a once illuminated 
scene.ò    We have been blessed to see history (His Story) become a reality, we ñTRUSTò God.  
When we as United Methodist pastors become members of the Annual Conference, we put our 
trust not 100% in the Bishop and Cabinet; we put our trust in God, the God of History.   The God 
who for thousands of years men and women, boys and girls, have been struggling down through 
the centuries to tie these two elements of Christian life together: faith and God.  As your pastor, 
when I was appointed here at Village United Methodist Church, all I had and all I can take with me 
is my faith and the God in whom I believe. 
 
John 9:35-41: (ñJesus heard that they had cast him out, and having found him, he said, ñDo you 
believe in the Son of Man?ò He answered, ñAnd who is he, sir, that I may believe in him?ò Jesus 
said to him, ñYou have seen him, and it is he who speaks to you.ò He said, ñLord, I believeò; and he 
worshipped him.  Jesus said, ñFor judgment I came into this world, that those who do not see may 
see, and that those who see may become blind.ò  Some of the Pharisees near him heard this, and 
they said to him, ñAre we also blind?ò  Jesus said to them, ñIf you were blind, you would have no 
guilt; but now that you say, óWe see,ô your guilt remains.ò) A pastor recently preached and the 
subject was ñTrust In God; Question or Period.ò  Do you know that for every pastor that question 
mark comes up?  If not for the pastor, for his wife and children, if they are still at home.  The who, 
what, where, when and how comes of the new location a pastor and family are re-assigned to.  Yet 
for some 250+ years, we United Methodist pastors keep going.  Yes, for 250+ years United 
Methodist pastors keep affirming their call by not just going but going to all in their power to pastor 
a new group of people.  I am reminded of the question asked ñIs there a balm in Gilead?ò and how 
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. said the question was re-stated to a statement of faith; ñThere is a balm 
in Gilead!ò and now there is no question mark at the end but an exclamation point.  The question 
mark had to be bent to a historical reality.  I rephrase ñTrust in God?ò to ñIn God I Trust!ò with that 
same exclamation point.  Thank God for the faith.  I praise God for Godôs trustfulness.

Vacation Bible School 
July 19-23 

Egypt, Josephôs Journey 
from Prison to Palace 

 
Vacation Bible School this summer will take 
participants on a journey to Egypt to learn 
about the life of Joseph.  This journey will 
help demonstrate that the Bible is not an 
outdated history book and remind us that 
Joseph was a young man who faced 
heartbreaking trials, discouraging moments 
of hopelessness, joyous victories and tea 
filled celebrations.  Through every 
circumstance, scripture shows us that 
Joseph proclaimed a steadfast faith in God.  
During the journey to Egypt learners of all 
ages are able to meet Joseph and live 
these ups and down alongside him while 
exploring the Bible-time customs, 
occupations, food, and even games.  Each 
day kids and adults will leave Egypt with a 
fresh understanding and appreciation for 
what it was to be a God-follower in a 
Godless culture.  
 
Instead of being divided by age group into 
traditional classroom settings this year the 
children will be divided into families.  These 
small groups of no more than 10 ensure 
relationship building.  Each family will have 
a family leader or two and will be made up 
of children of all ages.  Because elementary 
age kids travel in intergenerational 
Families, big kids and little kids learn to 
work together.  If you are an adult and 
would like to participate in Vacation Bible 
School as a family leader, you will be able 
to make this journey to Egypt alongside and 
leading the children as part of a family unit.  
There will be a short family time at the 
beginning and end of each morning to go 
over what participants learned that day. It 
would be great to have a couple of adult 
helper family members with each group.
